El Catatumbo, ubicado en el norte de Colombia y zona limitrofe
con Venezuela, cuenta formalmente con leyes e
institucionalidad; sin embargo, cuando se trata del cuerpo y la
autonomia de las mujeres, las decisiones siguen estando
atravesadas por actores armados y estructuras ilegales que
ejercen control territorial, profundizando una triple exclusién
marcada por el conflicto armado, la migracién y la precariedad
rural.

The presence of armed actors, illicit economies, forced
displacement, and migration dynamics increases pressure
on communities and hinders the territorial
implementation of the Peace Agreement.
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
